
County Election Voter Requirements 

To be eligible to vote in 2007 County Elections, you 

must: 

• Register to vote by October 12th.  

• Be a U.S. Citizen  

• Be 18 years of age by the date of the general, pri-

mary or other election in which you want to vote  

• Live at your present address (in Westchester 

County) at least 30 days before an election  

• Not be in jail or on parole for a felony conviction  

• Not claim the right to vote elsewhere  

You may vote by absentee ballot if you will be:  

• Unavoidably absent from your county on Election 

Day  

• Unable to appear at the polls due to illness or dis-

ability  

• A Patient in a Veteran’s Administration Hospital  

• Detained in jail awaiting Grand Jury action or 

confined in prison after conviction of an offense 

other than a felony.
