WCA’s Honorary Board currently has six inspiring members.
Would it surprise you to know that the average age of the honor-
ary board is 91?7 Two of our members have crossed the century
line, and since their ages have been widely publicized elsewhere, it
seems permissible to reveal them here, along with updates on their
current whereabouts:

m Former longtime WCA Treasurer Stuart Baker’s 100th birthday,
on June 19th, 2006, was proclaimed “Stuart Baker Day” in West-
chester, and he recently celebrated his 102nd birthday at West-
chester Meadows in Valhalla, NY.

m The well-known philanthropist and former WCA Board Presi-
dent, Kathryn Wasserman Davis, celebrated her 101st birthday
in February. When she’s not traveling, she divides her time among
her homes in Maine, Florida and Tarrytown, NY.

It would seem indelicate to reveal the specific ages of our other
revered members, but an update on their recent histories proves
interesting. Here they are, in alphabetical, not chronological, order:

m Longtime WCA board member Louis Bookheim, Jr., who wrote
W(CAs current by-laws, had a second career, after leaving his law
practice, as a Bible scholar and comparative religion teacher. He is
the author of Understanding the Bible, and now lives in San Diego.

m The youngest member of our Honorary Board is Judge Doris
Friedman, who is no less charming than the others, despite her
youth. Her long years of service and dedication on WCA’s Board
of Directors came to an end upon her appointment to the bench in
the Town of Greenburgh, where she continues to serve as Judge.

m Former WCA Board President and longtime board member
Agnes Jones is currently living at The Osborn Senior Living
Community in Rye.

m As former Ambassador to Israel (and former U.S. Congress-
man), Ogden Reid is currently chairman of the Council of
American Ambassadors and Editor of the Ambassador’s Review, and
remains actively involved in business. His vigorous leadership in
Congress in the areas of prenatal nutrition, early childhood nutri-
tion, and early childhood education continues to make a difference
for children, not only in Westchester County, but in the nation
as a whole.

As WCA approaches its own 100th birthday on January 17th, 2014,
it’s wonderful to think of the combined dedication and experience
represented by the members of our Honorary Board. Every member
is a role model for commitment to children, and WCA is sincerely
